Complete Gasoline Alley 1918-1919.

Gasoline Alley first appeared as part of Frank King's full page "rectangle”
comic strip on Sunday Movember 24 1918, It appeared regularly every Sunday
as part of this strip through August 3, 1920. On August 10, it appeared as

a separate daily-style panel.

There is no evidence either in ProQuest or the microfilm | examined that
any strip appeared on August 17, 1919. (The strip in the Spec book for that
date is the same one as shown for January 11, 1920.) On August 24, it again
appeared as a separate daily style strip, and on Monday August 25th it

began to appear daily including Sundays.

Sunday strips were skipped for 9721 (probably) 9/28 and Oct 5th. (Again the

Spec book for 9/21/1919 is a duplicate — the same one as shown for Nov 16,
1919.) t appeared as a daily strip and Sundays in the Rectangle through the

end of the year. The Spec book shows two strips for Movember 11th, but Proquest
only has the second one (labeled B) on that date. The one labeled A is probably
the strip for Movember 10th. Proguest and the microfilm | used are missing that
day’s paper, but the strip that Spec shows for that day is another duplicate,

this one for Oct4, 1919,

There was also no strip published for Sunday 2/15/1920. A gasoline Alley strip

has been published every day since then.
