by William Shakespeare

Bernardo and Marcellus, two of the night
guards in the castle of Elsinore, see the
ghost of the late king of Denmark and tell
Horatio, friend of Hamlet, Prince of Den-
mark. Horatio informs Hamler of this
strange occurrence and that mighe he sees
the reappearance of his father’s ghost. The
ghost tells Hamlet thac the present king
who married Hamlet’s mother less than
two months after the late king died, mur-
dered Hamlet’s father by pouring poison
into his ear while taking an afternoon nap
i the orchard bur publicly proclaimed the
king had died because of a snake bite.

The revelation of his facher’s murder af-
feces Hamlet strangely and his mind be-
comes distraught because he does not know
how to prove his uncle, King Claudius’
guilt.” His sweetheart, Ophelia, and  her
father, Polonius, counselor to the king,
misunderstand his feigned madness, and
really think he has become insane.

A group of strolling actors come to the
castle and Hamlet asks them to enact a
play,“The Murther (Murder) of Gonzago”
m which he inserts sixteen lines of his own.
When the play is enacted there is a startling
resemblance between the fictional plot and
the murder of Hamlet’s father. King
Claudius becomes excited and runs away

from the performance, the entire court fol- -

lowing. Polonius goes to the Queen’s bed-
chamber to advise her that Hamlet must
mend his ways for the king plans to send
Hamlet to England. The queen summons
Hamler and Polonius hides behind a tapes-
try in the room to overhear the conversa-
tion. The queen and Hamlet begin to

: arl.gue. Polonius, thinking Hamlet has gone

quite mad and is about to muorder his
mother, cries for help. Hamler, thinking
the man behind the tapestry is King
Claudius. murderer of his father, srabs
him. The ghost of Hamlet's father then
appears but is scen only by Hamlet and
they converse thereby convincing the queen
her son is truly mad.

The king decides 1o send Hamlet to Eng-
land with two courtiers, Rosencrantz, and
Guildenstern, with a letter to the King of
England asking him to murder Hamlet.
Hamletr, however, manages to obrain ‘the
letter and change it to read that thettwao
courtiers be put to death. The ship on
which they are sailing is atracked by pirares
and Hamlet decides he will be better off
with them than to sail on to England. The
pirate captain returns Hamlet to Denmack
in time to see his former sweetheart,
Ophelia, who has committed smicide by
drowning, being buried.

Laertes, the brother of Ophelia, and King
Claudius plan to kill Hamler in a playful
duel by poisoning the tip of Laertes’ sword
and also by poisoning a cup of wine meant

for Hamlet which he would undoubredly

drink when he became over-heated. How-
ever, the queen, innocently drinks from the
cup and dies. Hamlet, realizing the wine
was meant for him, stabs the king foreing
him to drink the remainder of the cup and
then Hamlet dies from a thrust of Laertes’
posoned sword.

A young brave Gascon, d’Artagnan arrives
in Paris to join the famous Musketeers of
King Louis XIII only to find himself chal-
lenging Athos, Porthos, and Aramis, the
three finest swordsmen in France to duels
on his very first day in the great city. Just
as they are about to duel, the Cardinal’s
guards arrive to arrest them since dueling
is forbidden. D*Artagnan assists the three
Musketeers in vanquishing the guards and
all four become fast friends their motto
being, “All for one and one for all!™

Shortly thereafter, the landlord of the inn
rushes to d’Artagnan with news that Mme.
Bonancieux, his wife, a seamstress for the
Queen of France, has been abducted.
D’ Artagnan summons the three Musketeers
and they rescue the lovely scamstress. The
next time d’Artagnan sees Mme. Bonan-
cieux, she is escorting the English Duke of
Buckingham to his love, the Queen of
France who gives the duke twelve beauti-
ful diamond studs as proof of her undying
devotion and he returns to England. Car-
dinal Richelieu who bears no love for the
queen learns of the gift by means of his spy
system and directs one of his followers, the
Lady de Winter who is in England to steal
two of the diamond studs. At the same time
he suggests to the king that he give a ball
and that the queen should appear wearing
the twelve diamond studs the king had
given her. The queen is in a quandry and
enlists the aid of her seamstress, Mme. Bon-

ancieux who goes to d’Artagnan with the
problem. The young guardsman together
with the three Musketeers set off for Eng-
land but are attacked by the Cardinal’s
men on the way and only d’Artagnan
manages to reach the Duke of Buckingham
who directs his jeweler to duplicate the two
diamonds that have been stolen. The young
guardsman returns to France with the
complete set of diamonds just in time for
the ball and the queen is saved from a very
embarrassing situation. :

D’Artagnan rounds up his three friends
Porthos, Aramis, and Athos. The latter tells
the young guardsmin of his ill-fated mar-
riage years ago when he discovered his wife
had the executioner’s brand burned on her
shoulder. Soon afterwards, d"Artagnan falls
in love with Lady de Winter not knowing
she is one of Cardinal Richelieu’s spies.
When he does, he denounces her and she
atracks him.
